3. If funding was made available for on the ground work, who received such funds and how much
did they receive and what work was, or is, to be carried out with those funds?

4. If funding was made available for planning work, who received such funds and how much was
received by each body or organisation and what planning work will be carried out under such
grants?

5. Specifically, will any of the funds mentioned in question (1) for on the ground work, or planning
work, be allocated to combat the erosion problems at Old Bar Beach?

6. If so, how much and for what work?
7. If so, have the funds been paid?
8. If not, when will they be paid?
